Church reaches out to flood-hit communities in Ghana
Floods have again hit Ghana, with thousands of villagers displaced, farmlands destroyed, and one fatality reported to date.

The worst flooding occurred in northern Ghana due to overflowing at the Bagre and Kampianga dams in neighbouring Burkina Faso. 

There have also been heavy rains, and harvests have been poor.

The Rt Revd Jacob Ayeebo, Bishop Coadjutor in the Diocese of Tamale, told USPG: ‘Farmers continue to experience floods and poor harvests.  
‘The floods destroyed farmlands, crops and properties, and displaced about 12,000 people, with 1,500 houses collapsed. A number of wells and public toilets were also destroyed. 

‘The situation has also affected areas education as a number of schools have been closed and turned into temporary accommodation for victims.’ 

A grant from USPG’s Rapid Response Fund is helping the Diocese of Tamale to provide emergency relief.

The diocese is hoping to distribute food, clothing, blankets, sleeping mats and medical supplies, as well as providing shelter and developing disaster management initiatives to help avoid future disasters. 

This is the second year running that flooding has struck this part of Ghana. USPG also provided emergency aid last year.
