5. What was the name of the German warship that docked for repairs in the neutral port of 
Montevideo in 1939 and was forced to leave by international law 72 hours later? The events 
were later depicted in the Powell and Pressburger film The Battle of the River Plate.  
 
6. In what year was Dom Pedro proclaimed Emperor of Brazil as the country formally became 
independent of Portugal?  
 
7. Which Inca site in Peru was ‘discovered’ in 1911 by American Hiram Bingham?  
 
8. Where did Eva Duarte meet widower Colonel Juan Peron?  
 
9. Who am I? A shoemaker by trade, but a revolutionary by vocation I was known as the ‘Red 
Phantom’ because I repeatedly avoided capture and even survived my own execution.
